Abusive language, threats, assault, vandalism, theft and other conduct
detrimental to the successful staging of an event are grounds for immediate
removal from the premises or arrest, depending on the nature of the offense.
All bags will be inspected upon entry. This is standard Dome policy.
Parking in Orange lot is $10.00; Parking in the International Red Deck is
$10.00. Marta can be taken to and from the Georgia Dome for $3.50. ($1.75
each way).
Everyone will enter the Georgia Dome at LOWER GATE C. Lower Gate
C is located on the north side of the building between the Georgia Dome and
Georgia World Congress Center’s Building C.
Parking is available in the Blue Lot and Gold Deck; both are located on
Northside Drive.
