Course Description

The Coordinate Algebra Support course is designed to provide students with the support needed to address common misunderstandings found in concepts introduced in Coordinate Algebra and to provide practice/review of concepts that are foundational to the course. The support course will utilize the standards from Foundations of Algebra as we will enhance basic skills needed to prepare for the Coordinate Algebra in the spring. 
Coordinate Algebra and Support are paired courses. The paired courses are separate courses for record keeping. The contents of the primary course and the paired course are aligned so that the two may be taught in an integrated fashion. The paired courses are separate courses for record keeping. We will utilize various resources to support student learning.

	CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS
	1. All math work must be written in PENCIL! Papers turned in written in ink will NOT be accepted.  

2. Students must read the current section prior to coming to class.  Assignments are given on a daily basis (this includes weekends).  It is extremely important to complete these daily assignments that may be taken up at any time.  Students are expected to finish all in-class assignments in a timely manner, showing all work necessary to complete assigned problems.  CREDIT WILL NOT BE GIVEN for assignments that do not show necessary work.

3. Homework will be given every night.   Students are expected to complete all homework assignments by the next class day unless instructed otherwise.

4. QUIZZES will be given during each unit, at the teacher’s discretion. Minimum of 4 per unit.

5. TESTS will be given at the end of each unit of study or as the teacher feels necessary.

6. If you have lost a book, you will not be issued another book until the fine is paid.

7. NOTEBOOKS are required.  It should be a three-ring notebook and sections are separated with dividers.  The teacher reserves the right to collect notebooks and grade them.  

8. All students are expected to adhere to the honor code.  CHEATING will not be tolerated.  Students involved in cheating will not receive credit for that assignment and parents will be contacted.  

9. Progress reports will be issued every 4.5 weeks.  Print outs will be issued at the Teacher’s discretion. Parents may log online to check students’ grades.  

10. Warm-up and Learning objectives should be copied off the board during the beginning of class.  Warmups must be completed in the first 10 minutes of class
11. Clear and mesh book bags will be allowed in school.

12. Electronic devices (cell phones, mp3 players, ear buds, headphones, etc.) SHOULD NOT BE VISIBLE in the classroom.  Electronic devices also need to be on silent, vibrate, or off.  If the electronic device becomes a disturbance or is utilized in the classroom, the teacher has the right to CONFISCATE it. Cell phones cannot be used as calculators.

	EXTRA HELP

	Tutorial is offered on Mondays from 3:15 pm – 3:45 pm. Students must arrive promptly (by 3:20pm, which is the cut-off) and must be prepared with questions. These questions should be regarding problems that have been attempted, but not mastered. The questions should also reflect some attempt of note-taking, practice, or engagement of the topic. Students attending tutorials without having prepared questions will be asked to leave and attend the next session when the proper preparation has been done. Students who have missed class must first copy the notes from a student who was in class, read over the section(s) missed in the text, and consult with a classmate regarding practice problems done in class. Once this has been done, with evidence, the student may come to tutorial to ask additional questions for clarification. 

Tutorial may have to be rescheduled due to unforeseen circumstances, and the teacher will notify the students when this is necessary. 

The ultimate goal of tutorial is reinforcing concepts in a timely manner so that all students in tutorial may have their questions/problems addressed. When students are not adequately prepared for tutorial, valuable time is wasted by searching for topics and sections to cover.
